While innocent with the child mode on it quickly lost its innocence when child mode was
switched off. The information with this app clearly stated that once child mode was off it quickly
led to other websites that could be inappropriate for children. These sites could be ones that
groom your children and lead to them being exploited by predators. Please check what your
children are doing and looking at online, whether it is an app, social media or the internet. If your
child is accessing something that you think is suspicious or you have concerns, contact the

police.
